Arrival and registration

10:00 – 10:10
Introduction

A brief introduction setting out the student’s role in the University of Southampton’s Centre for Global Improvement, a multidisciplinary think-tank.
10:10 – 10:20
Note-taking advice
Students receive a note-taking handout and brief guidance on technique.
10:20 – 11:00
Lecture

Students attend a 40 minute lecture providing an overview of the militarisation of space from an historical perspective.

11:15 – 11:25

Think-tank set up 
Talk highlighting resources available, research methodology, the need for accurate referencing, etc.

11:30 – 15:00
Think-tank session
Students have three hours to research and collate their findings using academic texts, journals, newspaper articles, online sources etc.
During this session they must also make time for their lunch, which could either be a formal break, or a working lunch in the seminar room.

Finally, they must also collate their research findings and prepare their presentation. It should last 10 minutes.

15:00 – 15:45
Delivery of group research paper
The two groups must deliver their papers in a formal presentation. They must also be prepared for a brief Q&A session.
